


Minutes of April 16, 2024, Regular Village Board Meeting

1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Regular Village Board meeting to order at 7:01pm Present were Trustees Aarud, Barbour, Dammen, Laatz, Risseeuw, Troha. Also present: Clerk-Treasurer Franseen, Deputy Clerk- Treasurer Miller, Chief Schultz, DPW Johnson, Library Director  Langer, and Administrator Risse.
2. Approval of Minutes:  Trustee Laatz made the motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Village Board Meeting – March 19, 2024, Trustee Troha seconded the motion.  Motion carried 7-0.
3. Oath of Office –Tracie Risseeuw, Jason Aarud and Jennifer Laatz were sworn in as Trustees by Clerk – Treasurer Franseen. 
4. Public Appearances- none 
5. Reports:
a. Chief – The annual report is on the website. State Representative Ellen Shutt did a ride along this month. All officers have training in the coming months. 
b. Public Works Director- Gert Wolter Park playground equipment has started to be installed today (April 16) and should be finished by Saturday. Arbor day is April 26, 2024, and Public Works will be planting a tree at Gert Wolter Park at 10am. All are welcome. 
c. Clerk/Treasurer – Thank you to Trustee Barbour for getting the answer to the work comp questions that the Village had. Still working with the Auditors and answering their questions. 
d. Deputy Clerk/Treasurer – April 2 election went well and only minor hiccups. 292 voters came through Village Hall with 29 absentee ballots and 13 same day registration. 
e. Library Director – Library’s annual report was passed out to Trustees. Library Director Langer went over the report.  
f. Village Attorney – Not present 
g. Village Engineer – East Street underground work is going on this week. The project will start up again once school lets out. 
h. Clinton Fire District – 40 calls last month 144 for the year so far. The fire district has 40 employees. New officers have finished their testing and are waiting for the results. 
i. Plan Commission – No meeting.  
j. Senior Center – 300 visitors signed in last month. The Senior Center has a day trip planned for the end of June to the White Pines Dinner theater. They will host a Scams and Fraud seminar on April 23, 2024.
k. Chamber of Commerce – The Jeep Show is Saturday May 18, 2024, and the first Country Market is June 9, 2024. Next meeting is scheduled for April 17, 2024, at 2pm at Cougar Lanes. 
l. Administrator – The employee who filed the EEOC complaint time limit to file their appeal on the dismissal has passed and the file now closed. The Village will pay for the unemployment for the former library employee that filed. Clinton Commons will have an update in June.

c. Discussion and approval of Resolution 2024-02 A Resolution of the Village of Clinton, County of Rock, State of Wisconsin, adopting the 2023 Rock County Hazard mitigation Plan – Trustee Risseeuw moved to approve Resolution 2024-02, Trustee Troha seconded. Motion carried 7-0. 

d. Discussion and approval of change order for East Street project – Trustee Laatz moved to approve change order for East Street project, Trustee Aarud seconded. Motion carried 7-0. 

e. Discussion and approval of appointments to Boards and Committees – Trustee Risseeuw moved to approve appointments to Boards and Committees, Trustee Aarud seconded. Motion carried 7-0. 

7. Approval of Monthly Financial Report – February and March 2024: Trustee Dammen moved to approve February and March 2024 Financial Report, Trustee Aarud seconded. Motion carried 7-0. 
 

8. Approval of Checks and Invoices - Trustee Troha moved to approve General Fund checks totaling $97,206.72 and Water/Sewer checks totaling $141,472.77, Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.
