


Minutes of December 19, 2023, Regular Village Board Meeting

1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Regular Village Board meeting to order at 7:03 pm (following Finance Committee Meeting), Trustees Aarud, Barbour, Dammen, Laatz and Risseeuw were present. Trustee Troha was absent.   Also present: Clerk-Treasurer Franseen, Chief Schultz, Library Director Langer, and Administrator Risse.
2. Approval of Minutes:  Trustee Laatz made the motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Village Board Meeting – November 21, 2023, Trustee Aarud seconded the motion.  Motion carried 6-0.
3. Reports:
a. Chief – Winter Wonderland parade went well; weather wasn’t so good.  Officers Konopski and Gaes are doing well.  Gaes will be able to go solo January 1st.   
b. Clerk/Treasurer – Tax bills were mailed. Switching to election mode.  I appreciate Suzana; she is hard worker and willing to do anything.
c. Library Director – Had library Christmas party; decorated cookies and gingerbread houses.  They are organizing fiction books by genre.  Looking at rolling book shelves.
d. Village Engineer – Working to get East Street project ready for bids in early spring.
e. Clinton Fire District – participated in Winter Wonderland parade.
f. Senior Center – 50% of their members have paid 2024 dues.  Cookbook group had a tea party.    
g. Chamber of Commerce – meeting tomorrow afternoon.
h. Administrator – The library case with WI Equal Rights has nothing new.  The paperwork on the 2 unemployment cases has been filed; waiting to hear back.  Our new website will be online January 2nd.  Implementing a 3-year curb warranty in the new subdivision.

4.  New Business
a. Resolution #2023-17:  A Resolution to Appoint Election Workers for 2024-2025.  Trustee Laatz moved to approve with correction of years in one paragraph, Trustee Risseeuw seconded.  Motion carried 6-0.
b. Refuse/Recycling Contract for 2024-2028:  Trustee Risseeuw moved to award the contract to Badgerland Disposal (dates are March 1, 2024 – February 28, 2029); Trustee Dammen seconded.  Motion carried 6-0.
c. Resolution #2023-18: A Resolution to Designate Funds Put Into/Taken Out of LGIP Accounts.  Trustee Risseeuw moved to approve; Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 6-0.
d. 2024-2027 Fire District Agreement:  Trustee Risseeuw moved to approve the agreement as presented; Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 6-0.  

5. Approval of Monthly Financial Report for November 2023 – Trustee Aarud moved to approve the November monthly financial reports, Trustee Laatz seconded.  Motion carried 6-0.
