


Minutes of February 28, 2023, Regular Village Board Meeting

1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Regular Village Board meeting to order at 7:00 pm, Trustees Laatz, Aarud, Brown, Troha, Risseeuw and Beals were present. Also present: Treasurer Franseen, Clerk Ciepley, DPW Director Johnson, Chief Schultz, Library Director Langer, Jim Grenawalt, Attorney Joos, Frank McKearn and Administrator Risse.
2. Approval of Minutes:  Trustee Laatz made the motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Village Board Meeting – January 17, 2023, Trustee Troha seconded the motion, motion carried 7-0
3. Approval of Minutes: Trustee Risseeuw made the motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Village Board Meeting-January 21, 2023, Trustee Beals seconded the motion, motion carried 7-0
4. Public Appearances-There were no public appearances
5. Reports:
A. Chief of Police-Public Safety Committee- Chief Schultz reported attending meetings at the Senior Center to answer questions; starting evaluations and annual report; reported that Southwest Alliance Tobacco Prevention visited 5 businesses in the community and found that none sold tobacco/nicotine to underage youth.
B. Public Works-DPW Director Johnson reported that he would have a lot later in the agenda and would report then
C. Treasurer-Finance Committee-Treasurer Franseen reported that tax settlement has been received and that audit would take place March 1-3, 2023
D. Clerk- Clerk Ciepley reported disconnection notices, Spring election 4/4/23, and has received a conditional offer of employment.
E. Library Director-Library Board Director Langer reported on Library activities
F. Village Attorney Joos reported looking at development agreement for Clinton Commons and some issues to be resolved, reviewing contract with Fire District along with attorneys from Town of Clinton and Town of Bradford.
G. Village Engineer -Continuing to work through utility relocates for sewer under railroad tracks; Scot Drive street bids due 3/17/23, will be presented to board at an upcoming meeting.

J. Plan Commission no report
K. Economic Development Committee – President Peterson reported that at February 25, 2023 meeting, discussions were had regarding BJ’s lot and subdivision. No actions were taken
L. Senior Center - Jim Grenawalt updated on activities at the senior center
M. Clinton Chamber of Commerce - Administrator Risse updated on Chamber activities including that dates for 2023 Country Markets have been set for 6/11/23, 8/13/23 and 10/1/23;  Fall-o-ween date set 10/29/23, Winterfest date set 12/1/23. Traffic Jams will have a car show 7/29/23 and a Model A car show 6/5/23.
N. Administrator – Administrator Risse provided update on “hot dog shop”, met with owner of building, along with building inspector Char Martin and DPW director Johnson to discuss what needs to happen to pass inspection; Bio-Fuel site should be ready for inspection by 6/1/23; Meeting with DNR 3/2/23 regarding cleanup of Doug Standard; Updates on subdivision and easements; Ulrich building update-check has been issued for back taxes, building should be in our possession soon and decisions will need to be made; Clinton Commons updates-plans are not complete; Next Generation has a proposal for the land between the banks, but will require zoning change; National Flood Plain Insurance ordinance is still in the works.
