


Minutes of November 21, 2023, Public Hearing on 2024 Budget & Regular Village Board Meeting

1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Public Hearing on 2024 Budget to order at 7:00 pm, Trustees Aarud, Barbour, Dammen, Laatz, Risseeuw and Troha were present. Also present: Clerk-Treasurer Franseen, Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Glisic, Chief Schultz, DPW Johnson, Library Director Langer, and Administrator Risse.
2. Public Hearing on 2024 Budget - There wasn’t anyone from the public who wished to speak.
3. Close Public Hearing – Trustee Risseeuw moved to close the Public Hearing at 7:03 pm, trustee Troha seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.
4. Approval of Minutes:  Trustee Laatz made the motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Village Board Meeting – October 17, 2023, Trustee Aarud seconded the motion.  Motion carried 7-0.
5. Reports:
a. Chief – Eight people showed up for Prescription Drug Collection on October 28th.  With the permanent drug drop-off box in the lobby at the village hall, he will evaluate whether to hold it again.  Fall-O-Ween was very successful.  More treats had to be purchased.  December 1st will be the Winter Wonderland Parade.  In December Officer Konopski will start doing solo shifts.  Officer Gaes will graduate from the academy December 8th. 
b. DPW – The 2-wheel drive dump truck sold for $31,750.  They are purchasing a wing plow with some of the proceeds and asking that the remainder be put into LGIP-machinery & equipment outlay account. They have been sweeping streets.  
c. Clerk/Treasurer – There were only 3 delinquent utility accounts put on the tax roll.  Two are landlords and one is a deceased person.  With budget adopted, I will file county levy worksheet and state Levy Limit Worksheet.  There are 3 trustee positions that will be on the April ballot.  Nomination packets are available.     
d. Deputy Clerk/Treasurer – There were 37 delinquent water/sewer notices and 11 notices to landlords; 15 24-hour door hangers.  Only 2 didn’t pay; but couldn’t be shut off as one was a mobile home and one was an apartment & the landlord didn’t respond to let someone in.  
e. Library Director – Fall-O-Ween had 84 attendees who participated in crafts & games.  Trustee Laatz passed on concerns from the Library Foundation:  How are the library’s space needs going to be met?  They do have money to spend.  They want to make sure the library is included in the village’s future strategic planning.
f. Village Attorney – She has been dealing with employment issues with Administrator Risse.  Also spent lots of time on the Fire District Agreement.     
g. Village Engineer – Dupuis said the East Street design has been sent to the utilities.  Work on houses in Clinton Crossings has been halted for the winter.
h. Clinton Fire District – Fire Prevention month in October was very successful with station tours and fire safety talks.
i. Senior Center – Work on the new flooring has begun.    
j. Chamber of Commerce – Winter Wonderland December 1st.  Downtown activities from 
4-6 p.m.  Parade at 6p.m.  
k. Administrator – He has been busy with three issues with past employees.

6.  New Business
a. Operator License – Brianne Karlen.  Trustee Risseeuw moved to approve an operator’s license for Brianne Karlen (Boxcars), Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.  
b. Resolution #2023-16 A Resolution Adopting the 2024 Annual Budget and Setting the Property Tax Levy.  Trustee Laatz moved to adopt Resolution #2023-16 with the Fire District doing an audit, Trustee Dammen seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.
c. Purchase Snowplow Wing.  President Risseeuw moved to purchase the snowplow wing for $20,166, Trustee Troha seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.
d. Fire District Agreement – Discussion Only.  Attorney Joos and Administrator Risse have been working on the Fire District Agreement.  They asked everyone to look it over and get back to them with questions/changes, etc.

7. Approval of Monthly Financial Reports for September & October 2023 – Trustee Dammen moved to approve the September & October monthly financial reports, Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 
7-0.

8. Approval of Checks and Invoices - Trustee Troha moved to approve General Fund checks totaling $125,064.92 and Water/Sewer checks totaling $62,911.89, Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.

9. Closed Session:  Trustee Risseeuw moved to go into closed session at 7:35 p.m. pursuant to: WI State Statute 19.85(1)(e) Deliberating or negotiating the purchasing of public properties, the investing of public funds, or conducting other specified public business, whenever competitive or bargaining reasons require a closed session; specifically, the parcels of land on Highway 140.  Trustee Laatz seconded the motion.  Motion carried 7-0.  No action was taken.

10. Adjournment - Trustee Risseeuw moved to adjourn at 8:00 p.m., Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 7-0.
