


Minutes of September 20, 2022, 7PM Clinton Village Board Meeting

1. Call to Order and Roll Call- President Peterson called the Regular Village Board meeting to order at 7:00 pm. President Peterson, Trustees Aarud, Brown, Laatz, Risseeuw and Troha were present.  Also present: Clerk Ciepley, Library Director Langer, Chief Schultz, DPW Director Johnson and Administrator Risse
2. Approval of Minutes –Trustee Risseeuw moved, and Trustee Troha seconded to approve the minutes of the Regular Village Board Meeting on August 16, 2022. Motion carried 6-0. 
3. Public Appearances: Ron Woodman, Rock County Board Supervisor, spoke about COVID relief grants available to businesses
4. Reports:
A. Chief of Police-Public Safety Committee- Chief Schultz reported new squad to be outfitted 10/3, to be deployed soon; Will be selling 2014 squad car; 9/6/22, held quarterly meeting at senior center by holding a meet and greet with officers; Prevention in the Park 9/19/2022, 40 children attended; Working with Janesville PD for training at the old school, JPD came in and did taser training for our officers; Drug Take Back day 10/29/2022, 9am to 11:30am; Falloween 10/30/2022; Trick or Treating will be 10/31/2022 5pm to 8pm
B. Public Works-DPW Director Johnson reported that the updated 2021 Annual Report has been submitted, Pre-construction meeting for water/sewer lines for subdivision 10/21/22 with construction to begin approximately 3 weeks after; ToolCat (skidloader) has been received; Well 4 back on line
C. Treasurer-Finance Committee-No report, but Clerk Ciepley gave the date for the Finance Committee meeting to start working on Budget, 10/18/22, 6PM
D. Clerk- Clerk Ciepley reported on disconnection notices; Absentee ballots have been sent for November 8, 2022, election, Special Voting Deputies will go to Willowick October 17, 2022, In person voting to begin October 25, 2022

L. Clinton Chamber of Commerce – Administrator Risse updated on Chamber activities 
M. Administrator – Administrator Risse gave updates on the following:  Lexipol policies need to be acknowledge by some; cybersecurity update-Administrator Risse, Treasurer Franseen and Clerk Ciepley have new email addresses, rest to follow with the assistance of Dan Romenesko; update on subdivision; Greater Beloit Economic Development meeting, no quorum, so much of the business will take place at a later date; Ulrich building update-basement leak due to issue with neighboring building, but will be fixed; Village Hall still leaking with hard rains.

A. Discussion and action on appointment of Tonia Millard to the Library Board- Trustee Laatz made the motion and Trustee Aarud seconded the motion to appoint Tonia Millard to The Library Board. Motion carried 6-0

6. New Business
A. Discussion and approval of 2023 Joint Powers Agreement with Rock County- Trustee Risseeuw made the motion to approve 2023 Joint Powers Agreement with Rock County, Trustee Laatz seconded the motion, motion carried 6-0
B. Discussion and approval of Special Event Permit for FFA Pork Chop Dinner, to be held Saturday October 1st, 2022-Trustee Troha made the motion to approve Special Event Permit for FFA Pork Chop Dinner, Trustee Aarud seconded, motion carried 6-0
C. Discussion and approval of Special Event Permit for Clinton Country Market, to be held Sunday October 9th, 2022- Trustee Risseeuw made the motion to approve Special Event Permit for Clinton Country Market, Trustee Troha seconded; motion carried 6-0
D. Discussion and approval of Special Event Permit for Falloween, to be held October 30th, 2022-Trustee Aarud made the motion to approve Special Event Permit for Falloween, Trustee Laatz seconded; motion carried 6-0
E. Discussion only Finance Procedure Policy-Trustee Laatz suggested adding that “checks and invoices can be viewed in the Village office”. A more formal policy will be presented at the October meeting for discussion and approval
F. Discussion only on policy for requiring written proposals for any above budget expenditures-Trustee Risseeuw suggested that the policy include the need for documentation for any above budget expenditures over a to be determined dollar amount. Policy will be presented at October meeting for discussion and approval.
G. Discussion on next phase on Ulrich Building- Village Board needs to be deciding what they want to do with the building (keep for village use or sell to a business).  
H. Discussion and action on appointing Trustee to Planning Commission- President Peterson made the motion to appoint Trustee Troha to Planning Commission, Trustee Laatz seconded the motion, motion carried 6-0
I. Discussion only on Citizen Appointments to Village Boards, Commissions and Committees- Administrator Risse explained that the ordinance for Planning Commission states members must be “citizens” and that is interpreted as residing with in the Village of Clinton. There are 2 members who will need to be replaced, send suggestions to President Peterson/Administrator Risse to be added to October agenda. Park Board Ordinance needs to be revised.
7. August 2022 Financial Reports -Trustee Laatz moved, Trustee Aarud seconded to approve the August 2022 financial report. Motion carried 6-0.
8. Approval of Checks and Invoices for August 2022 - Trustee Troha moved, Trustee Aarud seconded to approve checks for general fund in the amount of $709,073.83 and for water and sewer in the amount of $117,891.67. Motion carried 6-0.

9. Adjournment Trustee Risseeuw moved; Trustee Aarud seconded to adjourn at 7:46 p.m. Motion carried 6-0.
