


Minutes of October 17, 2023, Regular Village Board Meeting

1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Regular Village Board meeting to order at 7:00 pm, Trustees Aarud, Dammen, Laatz and Troha were present. Trustees Barbour and Risseeuw were absent.   Also present: Clerk-Treasurer Franseen, Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Glisic, Chief Schultz, DPW Johnson, Library Director Langer, and Administrator Risse.
2. Approval of Minutes:  Trustee Troha made the motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Village Board Meeting – September 19, 2023, with the correction to show that she was absent, Trustee Aarud seconded the motion.  Motion carried 5-0.
3. Reports:
a. Chief – Prescription Drug Collection will be October 28th, Fall-O-Ween will be October 29th.  He terminated an officer.
b. DPW – will be selling 2-wheel drive dump truck & purchasing a wing plow with the proceeds.   
c. Clerk/Treasurer – been working on budget.  Tax roll letters were mailed. 
d. Deputy Clerk/Treasurer – covered office while Pam took vacation days.  She did delinquent water/sewer notices to 52 customers and 9 landlords; 17 of the 24-hour door hangers.  Two services were shut off.  New things she learned: meter changes and putting together board packets.
e. Library Director – They have a candidate for their job opening.  They will participate in Fall-O-Ween.  Trustee Laatz passed on a request for a “library” architect to do study on 229 Allen Street.   
f. Village Engineer – DOT application for work on Shu-Lar and Hart is due October 31st.  They are putting information together for a bid on 2024 street projects.
g. Clinton Fire District – They have 43 people on their roster (17 firefighters, 4 EMRs, 9 EMTs, 1 AEMT and 12 paramedics).  Gustafson and Lantz completed the paramedic program.  Four people went to Illinois to do a grain bin rescue demonstration.  They got a 50/50 grant for radios and a donation from Compeer for gloves.
h. Senior Center – They are getting new flooring.  Euchre is up to 4 tables.    
i. Chamber of Commerce – Fall-O-Ween is October 29th from 2-4 pm.
j. Administrator – He encouraged the Fire District to join Lexipol.  There is a hearing scheduled by Workforce Development regarding an ex-library employee.  He is looking for pictures of the village for our new website.

4. Unfinished Business
a. Charter Ordinance #7 – Revising Charter Ordinances 3, 4 and 6.  Trustee Troha moved to                                              approve Charter Ordinance #7, Trustee Dammen seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. 
b. Ordinance #2023-06 – An Ordinance to Amend Chapter 2 Entitled “Administration” Article II. Governing Body, Divisions 1-3.  Trustee Dammen moved to approve Ordinance #2023-06, Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 5-0. 

5.  New Business
a. Operator License – Courtney Wenzel.  Trustee Laatz moved to approve an operator’s license for Courtney Wenzel (Clinton Foods), Trustee Troha seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.  
b. Joint Powers Agreement with Rock County for 911 Services.  Trustee Aarud moved to approve the continuation of the Joint Powers Agreement with Rock County for 2024, Trustee Dammen seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
c. 229 Allen Street (Ulrich Building) President Peterson moved to sell the building to the Library Foundation for $200,000; requiring a response by January 16, 2024, Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

6. Approval of Monthly Financial Report for August 2023 – Trustee Troha moved to approve the August monthly financial reports, Trustee Laatz seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

7. Approval of Checks and Invoices - Trustee Troha moved to approve General Fund checks totaling $70,441.69 and Water/Sewer checks totaling $25,168.52, Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.

8. Adjournment - Trustee Troha moved to adjourn at 7:36 p.m., Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 5-0.
