


Minutes of February 21, 2024, Regular Village Board Meeting

1. Call to Order and Roll Call – President Peterson called the Regular Village Board meeting to order at 7:00pm Present were Trustees Aarud, Dammen, and Risseeuw, absent were Trustee Barbour, Laatz, Troha   Also present: Clerk-Treasurer Franseen, Deputy Clerk- Treasurer Anderberg, Chief Schultz, Library Director Langer, DPW Johnson, and Administrator Risse.
2. Approval of Minutes:  Trustee Risseeuw made the motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Village Board Meeting – January 16, 2024, Trustee Dammen seconded the motion.  Motion carried 4-0.
3. Public Appearances- none
4. Reports:
a. Chief – Lexipol has some policy updates that will be coming. Police department did a drug sweep at the Clinton High School. March 1st Chief will be at the elementary school for Read Across America Day reading to the children. March 9th is a bowling fundraiser for Meals on Wheels at Couger Lanes. 
b. Public Works Director- The Village received a DNR Grant to do more contaminant testing at the old Gene’s Standard site at Milwaukee and East St. The grant doesn’t allocate a dollar amount but will cover costs for the contacted work. The new playground equipment for Gert Wolter Park has arrived. DPW is taking half the old playground equipment down now. DPW is waiting on the company contracted for the installation to advise when they schedule the new equipment to be installed to remove the rest of the old equipment. 
c. Clerk/Treasurer – Auditor will be at the village next week and Work Comp Auditor was here last week. Tax settlement was sent to Rock County. 
d. Deputy Clerk/Treasurer – Getting ready for elections and organizing all election supplies. New absentee envelopes were picked up from the County. 
e. Library Director – The Inventory project is almost done and reorganizing the books has begun at the library. Getting ready for the summer reading program. 
f. Village Attorney – Not Present 
g. Village Engineer – Batterman is exploring two additional sources of WIDOT grant funding for street repairs. They are going through the applications to determine if the Village qualifies. If so, they will meet with the Village to discuss.  
h. Clinton Fire District – No quorum last week for their meeting. Moved to February 22, 2024. Had 54 calls in January, 2 bad fires last week with 1 being fatal.  
i. Plan Commission – Not Present 
j. Senior Center – 40 members have been in this week, 66 members’ total. The Cookbook Club and Book Club are meeting this week. Setting up classes on Technology and Cyber Security in the next coming months. Culver’s Night is coming May 12 to help with the bus fund.  
k. Chamber of Commerce – February 27, 2024, meeting will be held at Clinton Chiropractor from 5:30 pm – 7:30 pm. 
l. Administrator- Unemployment Appeal Hearing has been schedule for Friday, February 23, 2024. A potential duplex project continues to be discussed with New Leaf/Essex Development. Joe Contarino is in Florida and the Village is waiting on some additional information from him. Sawdust & Iron’s Clinton Country Markey dates have been set for 2024 (June 9, August 4, September 29). They submitted the Special Event Permit Application for Model A Days June 2. Lexipol updates will soon be available for staff. Associated Appraisals will be in Clinton for the next two days to review 2023 permitted work and to set the Open Book/Board of Review Dates. 

5. New Business
a. Discussion and approval of Resolution 2024-01 a Resolution amending the 2023 Budget of the Village of Clinton, Wisconsin: Trustee Dammen moved to approve Resolution 2024-01 Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
b. Discussion and approval of C-24-01 East Street Improvements (LRIP/MSIL Project): Trustee Risseeuw moved to approve to award Bid C-24-01 to Ayre Excavating Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.  

c. Discussion and approval of Clinton Fire Protection District 4-year agreement: Trustee Aarud moved to postpone until March 19,2024 Trustee Dammen seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

6. Approval of Monthly Financial Report – December 2023: Trustee Risseeuw moved to approve December 2023 Financial Report, Trustee Dammen seconded. Motion carried 4-0. 

7. Approval of Checks and Invoices - Trustee Risseeuw moved to approve General Fund checks totaling $1,676,954.15 and Water/Sewer checks totaling $86.512.42, Trustee Dammen seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.

8. Adjournment - Trustee Dammen moved to adjourn at 7:43 p.m., Trustee Aarud seconded.  Motion carried 4-0.
